The cost of the Bronze Award is £75 — this includes the enrolment fee and a welcome pack, all training sessions,
practice expedition, assessed expedition and hire of trangia (cooker), gas, tents and navigation equipment.
Transport to and from expedition is not included at bronze level.

If your child is interested in applying for a place, they will need to complete the attached application form
detailing what they intend to do for each independent section. If the application is not fully complete a place on
the Bronze award cannot be offered. This should be submitted to the DofE lead in your child’s school:

Places on the Bronze Award will be allocated on a first come first served basis to those students with a fully
complete application.
